What to Expect:
It is difficult to predict exactly how 
renovations will proceed each 
week, so projects will vary.  Tasks 
may include light demolition, 
framing, insulation, blue board, 
house wrap, siding, floor repair, wall 
repair/framing, caulking, trim, 
fixtures, windows and doors, paint-
ing and landscaping.

Due to COVID-19, all volunteers 
are required to wear a face mask 
while on site and adhere to Hab-
itat’s Health & Safety Guidelines. 
Crews may move to an alternate 
location due to affects of COVID-19 
on trades and materials, as well as 
Habitat’s safety procedures.
